J u s t  below  th e  dam was a  2.500-foot bridge 
and above it w asa  sm all tu rn w ay  th a t carried  
lum ber from the  saw m ill on tlié r ig h t to tbe 
vards beh ind  hi* flour m ill on the  le lt bank.
